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DISCOURSE OF HADRAT MUFTI AHMAD
KHANPURI SAHIB dimat barakitubum
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(This lecture was delivered by Hadrat Mufti Ahmad Saheb
Khanptri (ddmat barakituhu) in Darul Ulim Saidate Dérain in
Bharuch on the 7* Jumadal Ula 1433 hijri corresponding to the
31 March 2012. The madrasah had invited all their old graduates
for a two-day programme. The lecture was transcribed by Mufti
Sayyid Ja’far Ali (Panama) and then compiled by Mufti Abdul
Qayyum Réjkoti.)
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Respected asitidhah, my honourable graduates and cherished
students!

When I came here, I was thinking what could I mention to you? At
night, I supplicated to Alldh Y, “O Alldh Y ! Grant me the ability
to present that which would be of benefit. After Fajr, so much of
subject matter filled my mind that I could not understand what I
should say and what should I leave out. Therefore, I will present to
you all miscellaneous words without keeping any arrangement in

mind.
STATUS OF THE PEOPLE OF KNOWLEDGE

Firstly, there is a need for us to understand and perceive the status
Allah 'Y has granted us. You have understood from the hadith
which I quoted that this status is of being the inheritor and
vicegerent of the ambiyd U . Therefore we will have to fulfil the
works which the ambiyd U came into the world to fulfil.

In many verses of the Noble Qurin, Allah Y, in clear words, has
explained the objectives of commissioning Rasululldh r . The first
place is found in the dud of Hadrat Ibrahim u , which he had
uttered on the occasion of building the Ka’bah, in which three
objectives of Nabi  ’s coming was mentioned:

a.) tiliwat of the verses

b.) ta’lim of the Book and hikmah

c.) tazkiyah

In other places too, Alldh Y has himself mentioned these

objectives.
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YOU ARE THE AMANAH (TRUST) OF THE UMMAH

Here I want to mention one other point: Do not regard yourself to
be the owner of your life. Your existence is a trust of the ummah.
Due to being an alim, Alldh Y has granted you an ilmi existence
and form. The madrasah is the cause of the existence of whatever
knowledge you possess. The individuals of the ummah are assisting
this madrasah. Why do the individuals of the ummah bear the
expenses of all our madrasah which are running? The reason is that
they are told that this is one of the things upon which is based the
existence of the ummah. Some of us may have paid fees whilst we
were in madrasah, but we know that the fees paid cannot even
cover the expenses of the food. Then there are so many other
expenses like building, for teaching and nurturing, etc. If today in
the world, any person wants to attain these things, he will have to
pay huge sums of money. Small children are sent to English-
medium schools. Massive fees are paid! Never mind fees, just for
entrance, huge bribes in the name of donations are paid. Then, so
much of money is spent for their transportation, uniforms, books,
etc. These people pay — then they become doctors, engineers, etc.
Today the reason why doctors fees are on the increase is because
the world is the object of their life. However Allah Y , only due to
His grace, has chosen and selected us and then sent us here for the
service of his din. Then we attained an i/m? (intellectual) existence.
This is due to the efforts of all those Muslims. Therefore never feel
that you are independent. In fact you are the trust of the entire
ummah. So many Muslims have taken a share in you becoming an
alim. Therefore, after qualifying, if you leave this line, and become
involved in such occupations in which you are not benefitting the
Muslims with the knowledge which you possess, then realise that
you have been deficient in fulfilling your duty. You are involved in
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misappropriating a trust. This is clear! Do not feel that I can do as I
wish. Now you must benefit people with your knowledge at every
place. This is one point.

OUR PATH IS ONE OF SACRIFICE AND PATIENCE

The second point is that our path, according to Moulani Sayyid
Abul Hasan Ali Nadwi n FOF /b is a pdthr of fujihadah
(striving) and sabr (patience) from the first day. The day you took
entry into the madrasah, and filled in the registration form, it is as
though you made a pact with Allah Y , “O Allah Y ! I am going to
attain knowledge of din. Then after attaining knowledge, I will act
according to its dictates, and I will convey its message to Your
other servants. Therefore, till our last breath, we must endeavour to

fulfil chis pact

The lives, incidents and biographies of the elders in our path are
before us. These personalities placed themselves in this line and
fulfilled this pact which they had made with Allah Y with regards
to knowledge and practise. Now it is our turn. Allah Y is

watching: are we fulfilling this pact or not? They were ?@Mﬁ

If we do not fulfil our responsibilities, it should not happen that
tomorrow on the plains of QiyAmah, we are not worthy to face our
elders. This is something of utmost importance which we should
keep before us.

I had recited one other verse
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Our line is one of complete patience. In Bukhari Sharif, in Kitabul-
Maghazi, you have read that Hadhrat Ali t placed some gold in
some leather and sent it to Nabi Y . Nabi Y distributed it amongst
four people. One person from amongst them said, “We were
worthy of more than this.” Another stood up and openly said to
Nabi Y , “Fear Allah.”

Ponder, who is being told, “Fear Allah.”Nabir is being told. From
here you can judge and realise that there were such people who told
Nabir such words.

Nabi r answered, “If I do not fear Allah Y , then who will fear
Him?” I am the person who fears Allah Y the most. You are saying
to me, “Fear Allah” Alldh Y has trusted me in conveying His
message to His servants. You do not have trust in me in
distributing your wealth.”

Nabi Y was given so much difficulty which we can never imagine.

The saw which is moving on our hearts, listening to the comments
of people, is the reward which has been written for us from day
one. This favour is taken from the first day. Therefore, if such
conditions overcome us, then there is no need for us to lose
courage or to slightly move away from His work. Today, due to
lack of tarbiyat, if any small matter occurs, we leave this line, and
commence other work. O brothers! If you want to get involved in
other occupations, then for what reason did you spend so much
time in madrasah?

My respected father had a close friend. He gave his son the highest
English education. After this boy attained his certificate, he studied

for another five to seven years. After graduating, he received a
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governmental occupation at a certain place. He was receiving a very
good salary. However this occupation was of a very low level
compared to the subject he studied and the certificate he earned.
When the son started his work, his father said, “If you wanted to
do this work, why did you study for an extra five years?” It is as
though you wasted my money and your time by the years you
utilized for specializing. If at that time, you started this work, then
you would be much more senior and experienced in this work. It is
as though you have wasted your progress.

Now I say to you, “If you wanted to get engaged in the pursuits of
the world, then you should have commenced from the first day.
Today, where to would you have reached? You would have earned
so much money. You would have progressed so much more in the
work you are doing now. The object for doing the work you are
engaged in, would have been attained perfectly. If the purpose was
business, what was the need to first spend so many years in the
madrasah?

Therefore brothers! This is the path of patience. One should have

conviction on the promises of Alldh Y Q&ém

It is compulsory and necessary to have conviction on the promises
of AllaAh Y . There was an 4lim, who, instead of placing his children
in the field of acquiring dini knowledge, he engaged them in
secular knowledge. He made one an engineer, another a doctor. He
was the companion of one of our ustddhs. Our ustddh used to say,
“The meaning of this is that he does not have yaqin (conviction)
on his knowledge.

Brothers! One person is a doctor and is engaged in that service. If
he does not make his son a doctor, but an engineer, it shows that
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he does not have satisfaction in his occupation. He feels, “I have
erred. However I will not allow my children to make the same
error.” You have studied the knowledge of din. However you
engage your children in worldly knowledge instead of dini
knowledge. This shows that you feel that you have made an error
by studying this knowledge and you have wasted your life. You are
thinking, “I have wasted my life, and my parents erred. I do not
want to destroy my children’s life.” Your pattern PFA action is

completely contrary to the demands of this Versem

Thus there is great importance to have conviction on the promises

of AllAh Y .

As 1 was saying: This path of ours demands patience and
forbearance. Insiders and outsiders both caused great difficulty to
Nabi r , but he r did not waver a single bit from his object. Now
on a governmental scale, such propositions are approaching in
which temptation is being created. Nabi r was tempted with so
many things.

The leaders of the Quraish went to Abt Talib in the form of a
delegation, and presented three options to him. They said, “Your
nephew has initiated a new path. He is criticizing our deities, due
to which many fights are taking place. In every house, there is so
much of discord. What is his objective? If he wants wealth, then let
him speak. We are ready to give him as much as he desires. If he
wants a beautiful woman, then he should point out to us any Arab
beauty. We will perform his marriage to her. If he wants leadership,
we are ready to accept him as our leader.” See! They are ready to
accept Nabi r as their ruler and sovereign. However, their purpose

was that they must be allowed to do as they wished. None should
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intrude in their affairs. However it was the ruling of AllAh Y to
create a revolution in their way of life. The people desired to be
allowed to follow their desires and whims. They were prepared to
accept His Y rule. However Alldh Y had commanded Nabi r
“We do not want them to exalt you. We wish that you mould this
society according to Our laws. By making this effort, Allah Y will
grant you honour.”
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
